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Global environmental changes are a direct consequence of the natural and anthropogenic activities. Isotopic analyses of water coupled with conductivity and temperature measurements from the Isacov-Uzlina lakes area of the Danube Delta Biosphere Reserve serve to analyze the water stratification in 2002 versus stratifications of lake water in 1993-1998.


The natural variability of deuterium in waters of the lakes is sensitive to local climate and anthropogenic change of water circulation. The results of these measurements have given a good picture of the water circulation in studied area after the hydro-technical works from Uzlina Chanel made in 2002. 
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
